This article reports the results of a survey on 1, 841 Vietnamese high school students regarding their attitudes
towards form-focused activities and meaning-focused activities in the English language classroom. Data were
collected by means of a questionnaire, which was composed of both closed and opened-ended questionnaire,
and then analyzed both quantitatively and qualitatively. The results show that the students demonstrated a
strong instrumental motivation for learning English, but they differed greatly in terms of their preference for
classroom activities. This implies that motivation is not sufficient to bring about expected learning outcomes
though it is important, and that situated pedagogy is necessary.
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
