This study explores teachers’ beliefs and attitudes toward the achievability of the National Foreign Language
Project 2020, called Project 2020 for short. The results showed that the majority of the surveyed teachers did
not believe in the feasibility of the project and the achievability of the project’s goals. An emerging issue is
that the implementation of the project is likely to lead to serious moral issues and the inequity across areas. It
is argued that while standards are necessary, standadization is likely to lead to the marginalization and
disadvantages of teachers and students in less economically-developed areas.
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
