Where does effective educational reform begin--at the policy level, curricular level, or teacher level?
Vietnam’s national Foreign Language 2020 Project (FL2020) is a broad, multi-faceted effort that seeks to
address the country’s foreign language (primarily English) capacity over a twelve year period. One of the
major initiatives in FL2020 has been the evaluation and improvement of the national English teacher education
curriculum (NETEC). This presentation describes the process of evaluating the existing curriculum, identifies
priorities for improvement from the literature, and highlights major changes in the curriculum representing
teacher educator, administrator, and consultant perspectives.
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
