Mot s6 giao vién dd phan anh lai sy cong tac ciia ho trong qué trinh ndy, vé tinh hiéu qua ciing nhu nhiing
thach thirc khi 4p dung duong hudng két hop nay trong sudt qua trinh xay dung mén hoc. Bai trinh bay nay
miéu ta cach thirc hop téc, giodi thiéu ngin gon nhirng tai liéu co lién quan dén vai trd cua hop tac ddi vai su
phét trién chuy&n mon cua gido vién va nhan manh nhimg diém can chu y déi v6i duong hudng két hop nay tir
quan diém cua nhiéu gido vién tham gia chuong trinh.

A blended approach to collaboration consisting of large group workshops, mini-workshops, face-to-face
meetings, and online work has been employed by teams of teachers in a course development project at a major
language teacher education university in Hanoi. Several participants reflected on their own interactions and the
effectiveness and challenges of this blended approach to collaboration throughout the project. This
presentation describes the approach to collaboration, briefly explores relevant literature on the role of
collaboration in teacher professional development, and highlights lessons regarding this blended approach
from a variety of participants’ perspectives.
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
