Tuy nhién, nhiig niam gan day chat lugng sinh
vién ra truong dudng nhu khong con dap ting duoc doi hoi cua cac nha tuyén dung. Trong khi nhiéu nha tuyén
dung van kéu ca vé kho khin cia ho trong viéc tim kiém nhan su vai kién thirc va k§ niang can thiét, thi nhiéu
sinh vién khong tim dwoc viéc, chap nhan that nghiép hoic bang 1ong voi cac cong viéc chan tay, khong sir
dung céc kién thirc va k§ ning duoc trang bi trong cac truong dai hoc.

Vai tro cia nha trudng, qua dé,
hy vong s& dugc dinh hinh rd nét hon trong viéc cung cap cac hoat dong va su hd trg can thiét gitp sinh vién
dbi dién vai mot trong nhitng budc ngoit quan trong nhat trong cude doi cua ho.

Under the impact of globalization and with the adoption of an open door policy in 1986, the Vietnamese
economy has developed quite impressively. Vietnamese higher education has also developed quickly to meet
the manpower needs of industry. However, university graduates do not seem to satisfy the industry especially
when many graduates have still been struggling to enter the labor market, many end up unemployed or
underemployed, while employers still complain about their difficulties in finding graduates with the required
knowledge and skills. This paper attempts to explore the perception of graduate employability among students
and recent graduates in the Vietnamese higher education system. By conducting qualitative research inviting
the voices of both university students and recent graduates, this article aims to investigate the main reasons
which hinder the efforts of university graduates to make a smooth transition into the workplace. The role of
universities, thus, is hopefully identified to bring adequate support and guidance for students to face one of the
most challenging transitions in students’ lives.
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
