Viéc nang cao kha
ning ngoai Ngir, dic biét 1a tiéng Anh duoc coi 12 mot trong nhiing yéu t6 then chét gitp gido duc dai hoc Viét
Nam day nhanh qua trinh quéc té hda va sém hoi nhap vao cong dong hoc thuat thé giéi. Tuy nhién, véi tinh
hinh day va hoc tiéng Anh hién nay, nhiém vu nang cao kha ning tiéng Anh cho sinh vién cia nén gido duc
qudc dan van con nhiéu diém rat han ché. Bai viét kéu goi sy thay ddi trong viéc thiét ké I16p hoc, trong viéc
nhin nhan lai myc dich va ndi dung chuong trinh day tiéng Anh khong chuyén, viéc can thiét ké tét hon nita
céc hoat dong ngdn ngir twong tac va phi hop véi tam 1y, van héa nguoi Viét va viéc dau tu nhidu hon thoi
gian va tai chinh cho qua trinh day hoc ngoai ngir & cac truong dai hoc khéng chuyén. Cac nhu cau hoc tiéng
khéc nhau cua sinh vién & cac trinh do khac nhau, cac truong khac nhau can phai dugc quan tim dé dan thiét
thuc hda hoat dong day — hoc ngoai ngir trong hé thdng gido duc dai hoc & Viét Nam.

By conducting qualitative research inviting the voice of university students and recent graduates regarding the
teaching and learning of English at tertiary level in Vietnam, this research aims to investigate the factors
affecting the English teaching practices in Vietnamese universities. It is suggested that developing foreign
language skills, especially English skills has become one of the key factors helping Vietnamese higher
education accelerate its internationalisation process and integration into the international academic community.
However, with the current English teaching practices, the task of enhancing English development for
university students does not seem to be implemented successfully. There is a need to re-design English classes,
to reconsider the aim and the focus of English teaching in English non-specialised programs, to create more
culturally oriented and interactive language activities, and to allocate more time and resources to better address
various needs in English teaching and learning at tertiary level.
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
