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Bai viét nay dé cap téi thoi quen thu dong trong hoc tap cua nhiéu sinh vién dai hoc ¢ Viét Nam. Thoi quen
nay khong nhitng khdng con phi hop ma con bi coi la s& mang dén nhitng anh huong tiéu cuc cho sinh vién
trong cong viéc va cudc sdng sau nay. Ngudi ta thuong cho rang su thu dong cua sinh vién bat ngudn tir cac
yéu té van hoa mang dam tinh Nho gido & Viét Nam. Bang cach nhin nhan, dénh gia tir nhiéu goc do khéac
nhau, bai viét ndy muén di sau hon, nghién ciru vé céc van dé ton tai lién quan t6i phuong phap hoc tap cua
sinh vién. Céc goc do duge dé cap trong bai bao gom: sinh vién, gia dinh cua sinh vién, hé thdng quan 1y giéo
duc, va giang vién cac trudng dai hoc. Bai viét chung minh rang du cac yéu té vin hoa c6 phan ndo anh huong
ti cac phan (ng cua sinh vién trén 16p hoc nhung chung khong phai la yéu té quyét dinh cach hoc cua sinh
vién. Cac yéu t6 co tac dong manh nhat toi phuwong phéap hoc cua sinh vién déu xuat phét tir co ché va cach van
hanh cua hé théng gido duc. Véi nhitng ton tai hién nay trong hé thong gido duc Viét Nam, di mudn hay
khéng, sinh vién vin s& phai chay theo xu huéng hoc theo chi dan va thu dong tiép thu kién thirc. Gido duc dai
hoc & Viét Nam van con c¢é qua nhiéu viéc phai lam trudc khi hy vong sinh vién ¢ thé ty chu va doc lap trong
hoc tap va nghién cuu.

This article is concerned with the passive learning style adopted by many students in the higher education
system in Vietnam. This learning style is claimed as inappropriate, or even dangerous for the development of
students in the contemporary society, especially at work and in life after graduation. One of the common
explanations for this passiveness is the cultural features of the Confucian heritage culture which is claimed to
shape students’ learning style. Many scholars hold a negative view on this “cultural” learning style. By looking
at different claims and assertion on different education stakeholders, including students themselves, their
families, the educational management system and policy makers, and university lecturers, this article
investigates further into the issue of existing problems in the system related to students’ study. It concludes
that there are evidences of cultural factors affecting student learning in class, but the decisive factors affecting
students’ learning style are coming from the educational system. With the existing situation in the higher
education system in Vietnam, students will continue to adopt the passive learning style regardless they want to
adopt it or not. Much work need to be done for the system before the expectation of developing student
autonomous learning style is to be met.
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
