Nhiéu nha nghién ctiu cho rang dao van 1a van dé lién quan truc
tiép tGi cac chuan muc va gia tri van hoa, va cho rang vin hoa 1a yéu tb c6 tac dong truc tiép toi hanh dong dao
van va khong trung thuc trong hoc tap cua sinh vién quéc té. Tuy nhién, bai viét nay dua ra luan diém cho
rang vin hoa khong phai 12 yéu té quyét dinh sy hiéu biét ciing nhu thai 6 cua sinh vién véi van dé dao van va
chuan muc viét bai trong hoc thuat dai hoc. Bai viét dua trén két qua nghién ctu cia mot nghién ctu trai
nghiém (action research) duoc thuc hién véi sinh vién quéc té nam tht nhit tai truong La Trobe Melbourne.

Nhitng yéu té nay can phai duge luu ¥ khi thiét ké cac hoat dong nham
giup sinh vién quéc té 1am quen véi van d trung thuc trong hoc thuat & cac nuéc ndi tiéng Anh; cac hoat dong
hd trg sinh vién qudc té viét bai theo cac yéu cau chuin muc méi ciing can dugce ting cuong.

Concern about plagiarism and academic dishonesty among international students studying in Western
institutions has emerged in the academic literature. Debates about the reasons leading to the increased number
of students breaking the academic integrity rules are lively in many academic forums. Some researchers have
linked plagiarism with cultural norms, values and behaviours, identifying culture as the reason for the tendency
to plagiarise among international students. This study argues that culture is not decisive in shaping students’
understanding and attitude towards referencing and plagiarism. It involves an action research project
undertaken with international students enrolled in a diploma program at La Trobe Melbourne and suggests that
plagiarism is the outcome of complex personal and situational factors. Students’ English proficiency, the
inherent writing style in their home country, their motivation, their learning style (passive or active), together
with the different approaches to referencing adopted by different teachers, appear to be the key factors that
significantly affect students’ ways of managing citing and referencing in their own work. These factors need to
be taken into consideration in the design of activities aimed at familiarising international students with the
issue of academic integrity in Western institutions and providing them with adequate support to be able to
manage it.
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
